WWe conduct archaeological investigations throughaut the
year, but each year in September we hold a large
community dig. These digs have yielded significant
discoveries in recent years, including the unigue and
nationally significant excavations at the waggonuay and
salt pan house in 2021

The Uaggonway was built in 1722, from Tranent to Port
Seton Harbour, viathe Cockenzie Salt Pans. It was
rerouted in 1815 to a new terminus at Cockenzie Harbour,
but not before the Battle of Prestonpans wes fought
across the tracks in 1745.

The line operated in this way for nearly 200 years before
changes in the coal and salt industries resulted in the
waggonuay becoming outdated and obsolete.
